HISTORY



The California Association of Police Training Officers (CAPTO), now a statewide organization, evolved from an informal group of Training Officers who began meeting in 1959 to share instructional ideas, knowledge and materials of common interest and concern.


Physical size of the State of California made a single group/single meeting place approach unworkable, so the state was divided into three primary CAPTO regions:  Northern, Central and Southern.  Each region elects a Board of Directors annually, and holds meetings.  In certain areas, geographical conditions dictate further subdivision as in Central (Coast) and Central (Valley) districts, with the possibility of more districts to follow.  The three regions rotate responsibility for hosting the  CAPTO Training Conference.


An Executive Director coordinates inter-regional CAPTO business, assists the regional directors as needed and keeps general membership records.  The Newsletter Editor and Webmaster assembles news of regional training events and schedules into one publication for quarterly statewide distribution.

Objectives of Membership

1. To continually upgrade law enforcement training by exchange of knowledge, ideas, techniques and other areas of mutual concern or interest in the police training community.

2. To support legislation considered to be beneficial to police training, education or officer safety in the State of California.

3. To provide coordination in development of police training programs which may qualify for state, federal or private financial support, sponsorship or other means of implementation.

4. To practice and encourage cooperation between law enforcement agencies, member associations and other public or private sector entities which provide (or benefit from) effective law enforcement training.

3. Access to specialized training courses sponsored by CAPTO in your area.

Active Individual Membership - open to any of the following:

2. Civilian agency employees or civilians engaged in business, functions or activities of law enforcement training within the State of California

Membership (Associate)

Corporate Associate Membership - open to the following:

Manufacturers, vendors, distributors or suppliers of goods, products, books, materials or equipment utilized in the profession of law enforcement.

Retired Associate Membership - open to the following:

Those retired individuals who may have been eligible for membership due to their pre-retirement position or assignment, and who desire to remain in the organization as contributing participants.  (Note:  This is the only membership category offered at a reduced, one-half, annual membership fee.)
